A VETERANS DAY
LIKE NO OTHER 

This Veterans Day, two notable Soldiers,
Jake DeSantis and 2LT Joe Morgan,
organized a ruck fundraiser raising close
to fifteen thousand dollars to benefit
Massachusetts Fallen Heroes Mission.

Jake DeSantis started his 22 miles at the
Tewksbury Police Department and
finished at our memorial in Boston that
Honors our Mass Fallen Heroes, and 2LT
Joe Morgan did his 22 miles in Georgia
where he is stationed, ending at the top
of the coveted Currahee Mountain as
once did their fellow brothers and sisters
in arms. 

Both were wearing a 45-pound rucksack
and a 20-pound bullet-proof plate
carrier. To help bring awareness to the 22
military veterans who die by suicide each
day.

Jake, a Burlington Police Officer, always
wears two memorial wrist bands. One
bears the names of his two grandfathers
– one who served in the U.S. Army and
the other in the Marine Corps. The other
band is dedicated to Sgt. 1st Class Richard
Martin and Specialist Paige Myers – two
individuals close to DeSantis’ heart, both
of whom were lost to suicide.
